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What Does It 
Mean to be Like 
Yahshua?

   What is the true nature of Yahshua, and why does it 
really matter for us to know Him, and to know Him 
well? We all know that He is a loving, compassionate 
Savior, which is 100% true. But what else makes up 
who He is?  
   Let us look into the Scriptures for answers to these 
questions, starting in 1 Samuel 13:13-14, And Samu-
el said to Saul, ñYou have been foolish. You have 
not guarded the command of Yahweh your Elo-
him, which He commanded you. For now, Yahweh 
would have established your reign over Israel for-
ever. But now your reign is not going to stand. 
Yahweh shall seek for Himself a man after His 
own heart, and Yahweh shall command him to be 
leader over His people, because you have not 
guarded what Yahweh commanded you.ò Yahweh 
was looking for a ñman after his own heart.ò  
   To give an idea of someone who was a type of 
Yahshua, who had many of His characteristics, let us 
read Acts 13:22: And having removed him [Saul], 
He raised up for them David as sovereign, to 
whom also He gave witness and said, ñI have found 
David, the son of Jesse, a man after my heart, who 
will do all My will.ò  
   Why was King David called a man after His own 
heart? What was it about King Davidôs personality, 
his nature, that made him like Yahshua? Let us look 
at his own words in Psalms 119:44-48, So I will obey 
your law continually, forever and ever. I will walk 
in liberty, for I have sought your precepts. I will 
also speak of your statutes before kings, and will 
not be disappointed. I will delight myself in your 
commandments, because I love them. I reach out 
my hands for your commandments, which I love. I 
will meditate on your statutes. King David is pro-
fessing how much he loves Yahwehôs Word. He loves 
His teachings.  
   Let us read just one of the verses where King David 
is praising Yahweh and His name: Psalm 100:4, En-
ter into His gates with thanksgiving, and into His 
courts with praise. Give thanks to Him; praise His 
Name. King David loves Yahwehôs commands, he 
loves His Name, and he proclaims that we all should 
come before Him with thanks and praise. Psalms 

96:8-9, Ascribe to Yahweh the glory due to His 
Name; bring an offering, and come into His courts. 
Bow yourselves to Yahweh, in the splendour of set-
apartness! Tremble before Him, all the earth.  
   King David, the same as Yahshua, learned to serve 
before he led. He was a shepherd boy, and the first 
time Yahshua came to this earth in the flesh, He came 
to be a servant, to serve His people. When He comes 
the next time, He will come to be King. We see the 
same with King David. He served as a young man, 
and then Yahweh made him king. He chose David 
because of the qualities he saw in him. He had Yah-
wehôs law on his heart and in his mind.  
   Jeremiah 31:33, ñFor this is the covenant I shall 
make with the house of Israel after those days,ò 
declares Yahweh. ñI will put My Torah in their 
inward parts, and write it on their hearts. And I 
shall be their Elohim, and they shall be My peo-
ple.ò See also Hebrews 10:16. 
   King David was faithful to Yahweh, as was 
Yahshua. 1 Samuel 17:36-37, ñYour servant has 
stricken both lion and bear. And this uncircum-
cised Philistine shall be like one of them, seeing he 
has reproached the armies of the living Elohim.ò 
And David said, ñYahweh, who delivered me from 
the paw of the lion and from the paw of the bear, 
He does deliver me from the hand of this Philis-
tine.ò Verses 45-46, But David said to the Philis-
tine, ñYou come to me with a sword, and with a 
spear, and with a javelin. But I come to you in the 
Name of Yahweh of Hosts, the Elohim of the ar-
mies of Israel, whom you have reproached. This 
day Yahweh shall deliver you into my hand, and I 
shall strike you and take your head from you, and 
give the carcasses of the camp of the Philistines 
today to the birds of the heavens and the wild 
beasts of the earth, so that all the earth may know 
that Elohim is for Israel.ò Here we see the true 
faithfulness of David. Even at this young age, David 
was faithful to Yahwehðtruly, 100% faithful! He 
was about to go fight a giant in that day and he had 
the faith that Yahweh would deliver him into his hand 
because he walked in Yahwehôs ways. 
   Psalms 40:1-5, I waited, waited for Yahweh; and 
He inclined to me, and heard my cry. And He drew 
me out of the pit of destruction, out of the muddy 
clay, and He set my feet upon a rock. He is estab-
lishing my steps. Then He put a new song in my 
mouth; praise to our Elohim; many do see it and 
fear, and trust in Yahweh. Blessed is that man who 
has made Yahweh his trust, and has not turned to 
the proud, and to those turning aside to falsehood. 
O Yahweh my Elohim, many are the wonders 
which You have done, and Your purposes toward 
us; there is no one to compare with You; I declare 
and speak: they are too many to be numbered. 
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   Here we see that David gives all the praise to Yah-
weh. He is completely humble and faithful, and he 
loves Yahwehôs commandments. David could easily 
take the praise as a king, but he gives Yahweh the 
praise for everything that he has, and everything that 
Yahweh has done for him.  
   2 Timothy 4:7-8 is Paul speaking, but it could also 
be applicable to David, as well as Yahshua: I have 
fought the good fight. I have finished the race. I 
have kept the faith. From now on, the crown of 
righteousness is stored up for me, which the Mas-
ter, the righteous Judge, shall give to me on that 
day, and not to me only but also to all those loving 
His appearing. Paul is saying that he followed Yah-
wehôs commandments throughout this time, and he is 
confident that this is how he will leave this world, as 
one of Yahwehôs. This is also how David and how 
Yahshua were. 
   John 19:30, So when Yahshua took the sour wine 
He said, ñIt has been accomplished!ò And bowing 
His head, He gave up His spirit. Yahshua proclaimed 
that His purpose here on earth was finished and com-
plete. He knew and had the utmost faith that He was 
going back to Yahweh.  
   Let us read Ecclesiastes 12:13. This is for usðit 
says, Let us hear the conclusion of the entire mat-
ter: Fear Elohim and guard His commands, for this 
applies to all mankind! This, as believers, is our pur-
pose here on earthðfear Yahweh and keep His com-
mandments. This is really what ties in for me how 
Yahshua saw David and said that he was a man after 
Yahwehôs own heart. He loved Yahwehôs law, he 
loved his commandments, and Yahweh said that His 
commands are not burdensome or grievous. We are 
seeing the nature of Yahshua and the characteristics 
He identifies withðthe love of Yahweh, the love of 
His law, and 100% faithfulness to it.  
   Out in society we all have people we look up to. 
There are those who play sports that are impressive to 
me, but there is no one that I would really consider a 
hero. But I do have people that I look up to, such as 
my own grandmother. She followed Yahwehôs law 
until she passed away at a very old age. I cannot ask 
for any more than that. When I am ready to die, can I 
say that I walked in His ways all of my life? Did I ever 
turn away from Him? This is the same as David and 
Yahshua. They stayed faithful up to the very end. This 
was their nature.  
   It would be very impressive if Yahweh was able to 
say about one of us what He said about Job. Job 2:1-
10, Again the day came to be that the sons of Elo-
him came to present themselves before Yahweh, 
and Satan also came among them to present himself 
before Yahweh. And Yahweh said to Satan, ñFrom 
where do you come?ò And Satan answered Yahweh 
and said, ñFrom diligently searching in the earth, 

and from walking up and down in it.ò And Yahweh 
said to Satan, ñHave you considered My servant 
Job, that there is none like him on the earth, a per-
fect and straight man, one who fears Elohim and 
turns aside from evil? And still he holds fast to his 
integrity, although you incited Me against him, to 
destroy him without cause.ò And Satan said, ñSkin 
for skin, and all that a man has he would give for 
his life! But stretch out Your hand, please, and 
strike his fleshðif he would not curse You to Your 
face!ò And Yahweh said to Satan, ñSee, he is in 
your hand, only spare his life.ò And Satan went out 
from the presence of Yahweh, and struck Job with 
loathsome sores from the sole of his foot to the 
crown of his head. And he took a potsherd with 
which to scrape himself while he sat in the midst of 
the ashes. And his wife said to him, ñDo you still 
hold fast to your integrity? Curse Elohim and die!ò 
But he said to her, ñYou speak as one of the foolish 
women speaks. Indeed, should we accept only good 
from Elohim, and not accept evil?ò In all this Job 
did not sin with his lips. 
   In chapter one of Job, Satan asked Yahweh why Job 
followed Him, and he stated that it was because Yah-
weh put a hedge of protection around him, because he 
followed Yahwehôs commandments. Wouldnôt that be 
so nice to have Yahweh point us out and ask, ñHave 
you considered this person? Have you considered this 
servant, who I trust so much, to let this happen?ò Ob-
viously, what happened to Job was terrible, but imag-
ine being in that position where Yahweh can say, 
ñLook at this one. This is my servant. What about 
him?ò I would hope one day that I could even come 
close to achieving that. That is what is impressive to 
me. 
   That is what happened to Yahshua. Satan tempted 
Him multiple times. How did Yahshua answer him? 
He answered him through the Torahðthe law. He 
spoke the Word to Satan and turned him away. He 
stayed faithful and true to Yahweh, even through the 
direct temptation of Satan. Who Yahshua was on this 
earth, and now in heaven, was to serve Yahweh, and 
not Himself. Everything He is about is to bring us back 
to Yahweh.  
   Considering the end times when false messiahs and 
prophets will be trying to deceive even the very elect, 
people may actually be turned away from the faith be-
cause they will think the messiah has come, when He 
really hasnôt. If you donôt really know who He is, and 
if all you have is an idea of a loving, graceful shep-
herd, then you are missing out on His other half. He is 
the embodiment of Torahðall of itðthe law, the 
grace, and the faithfulness. If you are just familiar with 
one side of Him, you could be led away. This is why it 
is so important to really know who your Messiah is. 
   Yahshua told us of this time in Matthew 24:25-35, 
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See, I have forewarned you. So if they say to you 
ñLook, He is in the desert!ò do not go out; or 
ñLook, He is in the inner rooms!ò do not believe. 
For as the lightning comes from the east and shines 
to the west, so shall the coming of the Son of Adam 
be. For wherever the dead body is, there the vul-
tures shall be gathered together. And immediately 
after the distress of those days, the sun shall be 
darkened, and the moon shall not give its light, and 
the stars shall fall from the heaven, and the powers 
of the heavens shall be shaken. And then the sign of 
the Son of Adam shall appear in the heaven, and 
then all the tribes of the earth shall mourn, and they 
shall see the Son of Adam coming on the clouds of 
the heaven with power and much esteem. And He 
shall send His messengers with a great sound of a 
trumpet, and they shall gather together His chosen 
ones from the four winds, from one end of the heav-
ens to the other. And learn this parable from the fig 
tree: When its branch has already become tender 
and puts forth leaves, you know that the summer is 
near. So you also, when you see all these, know that 
He is near, at the doors. Truly, I say to you, this 
generation shall by no means pass away until all 
this takes place. The heaven and the earth shall pass 
away, but My words shall by no means pass away. 
   Yahshua is warning of those who are saying that the 
messiah is here, when all these other things must hap-
pen. This fig tree could possibly refer to Israel becom-
ing a nation, and in that generation, all of this will take 
place. When Yahshua speaks of all temporal things 
passing away, He emphasizes that His teachings are 
eternal. Psalms 119:160, The sum of Your word is 
truth, and all Your righteous right-rulings are for-
ever. The way I think I would know the true Messiah, 
is the One who upholds Yahwehôs law, because this 
law is eternal. It does not pass away. The One who we 
see that is following in His law, and who shows the 
fruit of who He is, THAT is the true Messiah. He who 
does not walk fully in Yahwehôs law is a false messiah.  
   Considering the fact that His laws are eternal, when 
we think about our known laws of physics, which are 
supposedly ñset in stone,ò those can change depending 
on, for example, the different sizes of objects, and the 
different places they are in the universe. The very fun-
damentals that we build our cities and infrastructures 
on change in other places. But Yahweh says that He is 
unchangeable, and that His laws last forever. That is 
powerful, and something that we canôt fully under-
stand. Those laws were before us. It is beyond our hu-
man comprehension to know how Yahweh has existed 
for eternity. His laws predate humankind, and will last 
forever into the future. Once the Kingdom comes, it 
will still be in effect.  
   You may think that, even if the false messiahs and 

prophets try to lead away the elect, they will be able to 
discern the truth. But these deceivers will be very con-
vincing and will show signs and miracles that could be 
hard to imagine they could not be of Yahweh. So be 
very carefulðbe careful who you follow. Things might 
seem marvelous and miraculous in our eyes, but if it 
doesnôt coincide with Yahwehôs lawsðHis way of life 
that He instructs us in His Wordðit is false.  
   As I said, Yahshua, the true Messiah, is the embodi-
ment of Torah. He is faithful and true. Revelation 
19:11, And I saw heaven opened, and there was a 
white horse. And He who sat on him was called 
Trustworthy and True, and in righteousness He 
judges and fights. Verse 13, éhaving been dressed 
in a robe dipped in bloodðand His Name is called: 
the Word of Yahweh. Here we see both His faithful-
ness unto death, He was 100% faithful, and the law 
which He embodies, is truth. He is the Word of Yah-
weh. 
   This is truly what Yahshuaôs nature is. That is why I 
believe He chose King David as a man after His own 
heart. When we think about our Messiah, we should 
not just think of the blood He shed for us, and the for-
giveness of our sins, which are, of course, of para-
mount importance. But let us also consider His utter 
faithfulness unto death, how much He loved Yahweh 
and His teachings, His plan of salvation, and how He is 
our Supreme Example to follow!

   My prayer and hope in writing this article is to en-
courage you to stay strong in the faith.  I would like 
for you to consider for just a moment why all the 
prophets sent by Almighty Yahweh, throughout the 
generations, and the history of the Sacred Scriptures, 
and even Yahshua was sent to turn the people back 
to the keeping of the Commandments of Yahweh, 
including the consequences if we did not. 
   This is a prophetic passage of the Kingdom ageð
and the age to come.  Please read Jeremiah 6:16-19.  
Yahweh said in Jeremiah 9:13, ...because they 
have forsaken My law which I set before them 
and have not obeyed My voice, nor walked in it 
(see also Jeremiah 16:11; Jeremiah 32:23; Daniel 
9:11-13).   
   Yes all Israel has truly transgressed Yahwehôs 
Law.  And there are other scriptures that can be used 
for examples.  Down through history, Almighty Yah-
weh expected His Laws to be obeyed. 
   Itôs vital to know what Yahweh says about behav-
ior that runs counter to His eternal spiritual law.  All 
of us stand equally before Yahweh as sinners in need 
of forgiveness, Romans 3:23, for all have sinned 
and have fallen short of the glory of Yahweh.  
   Yahwehôs law defines how we should live. When 
we cross the line into disobedience and sin, there are 
going to be consequences. There may be times when 
we finally have to admit to ourselves that we are at 
our lowest point, and we are trapped with no way 
out. It is there and then that our genuine cry for help 
from Yahweh and His Son Yahshua will be heard. 
   Brothers and Sisters in The Way, it doesnôt matter 
how far you have fallen, or how hopelessly mired 
down you are in sin and circumstances. Yahweh is 
able to reach down and lift you out. Please read this 

again several times. Until a person realizes they are 
drowning, they donôt cry out for help. A person has 
to know they are lost before they desire to be found. 
   Only you know your inner heartðyou and your 
Creator. I can assure you, Yahweh doesnôt just pull 
you out and then abandon you. He cleans you up by 
His Holy Spirit. He sets your feet firmly on the 
Rock, Who is Yahshua, where you are able to stand 
firmly on the Word. Itôs during this time you are be-
ing restored to His original plan for your life. In your 
gratitude, you will give Yahweh praise through your 
testimony to others. 
   There is a story in the Sacred Scriptures that I hope 
you will read. You have probably read it already sev-
eral times. But I feel this article is especially for a 
brother or sister who has forgotten just how much 
they are loved and needed. Itôs in Luke 15:20-24, 
And having risen, he went to his father. And 
while he was still a long way off, his father saw 
him and was moved with compassion, and ran 
and fell on his neck and kissed him. And the son 
said to him, ñFather, I have sinned against heav-
en, and before you, and I am no longer worthy to 
be called your son.ò But the father said to his 
servants, ñBring out the best robe and put it on 
him, and put a ring on his hand and sandals on 
his feet. And bring the fattened calf here and 
slaughter it, and let us eat and rejoice, because 
this son of mine was dead and is alive again, and 
he was lost and is found.ò And they began to re-
joice! 
   Our Heavenly Father Yahweh is the same wayð
showing love and compassion to a repentant child! 
You must know in your heart, you are welcomed 
home, not as a servant who would have to work for 
acceptance, but still as a son or daughter you are, and 
never stopped being fully restored to the Father by 
grace in love, because of what Yahshua did for all 
those who are truly sorry for their sins and obedient.  
   Here is something you may not know. The robe the 
father gave to the son represents righteousness. The 
ring represents authority. The shoes represent son-
ship or daughter ship, not servant-hood. It is immedi-
ate acceptance and restoration. What a marvelous act 
of grace, mercy and love on the fatherôs part. Most 
important, thank Yahweh for accepting you as a son 
or daughter. Think about His mercy and love to-
wards you. 
   If we are to be successful followers of Yahshua 
and do the type of works He did, we must realize our 
same source of power is Yahwehôs Holy Spirit.  
Yahshua Himself recognized how truly important it 
was for Him to acknowledge the true source of His 
anointing and power. He never did anything alone. 
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   Yahshua took all our burdens on Himself so we 
could be free to live and walk the blessed life He 
planned for us. Now I urge you to forget your 
pastðto live in this moment, because thatôs all we 
haveðright now! 
   Read Philippians 3:13-14, Brethren, I count 
not myself to have laid hold of it yet: but this 
one thing I do, forgetting those things which are 
behind, and reaching forth unto those things 
which are before, I press on toward the mark 
for the prize of the high calling of Elohim in the 
Messiah Yahshua! 
   Put your past behind you and begin to trust in 
Yahweh one day at a time with your future. Al-
ways remember Yahweh is omnipresent, that is, 
everywhere present at all times. The next time you 
feel overwhelmed, ready to just give up because 
you are facing the pressures of life, then just drop 
everything and begin praying, and the peace of 
Yahshua will enter in and the Holy Spirt will guide 
you to make the right decisions. 
   And possibly, life may seem unbearable because 
of the fact that Yahweh has allowed a certain thing 
to happen in your life. You have no idea how 
strong you really are until you are tested, and just 
maybe Yahweh is also trying to help you in this 
area of life. Instead of running from whatever is 
bothering you, turn to Him by putting your com-
plete trust in His power and love! His Word says 
He will never put upon us more than we can bear. 
   If you look back at all the times when you didnôt 
think you could go on, the pressure seemed un-
bearable, but somehow it did not defeat you. You 
had the strength to get up one more day. And you 
kept going when you didnôt feel you had anything 
left. 
   Yahweh knows what struggles you are facing, 
whether they are financial struggles, relationship 
struggles, raising children, or maybe even dealing 
with an illness. You canôt go around thinking, this 
is too much! I canôt do this! Because you are al-
ready admitting defeat. Here is a key to remember: 
you simply have to get in agreement with and have 
faith in Yahweh. Quit looking at things you canôt 
do. Have a new outlook, a new perspective: I can 
do all things through the Messiah Yahshua who 
strengthens me. 
   When you start seeing yourself as strong, em-
powered and well able because you are anointed 
and empowered by Yahwehôs Holy Spirit, then 
that, in essence, is the mind and power of Yahweh, 
which was also bestowed upon Yahshua, and will 
enable you to face whatever obstacle is in your 
way. 

   The Holy Spirit is placed within those who are 
baptized into the saving Name of Yahshua the 
Messiah through the laying on of hands of the el-
ders. Through this power, a person receives Yah-
wehôs strength to overcome sin and live a repentant 
life. 
   My hopes and prayers, brothers and sisters, are 
that you discover Yahweh is going to keep pushing 
you forward, showing you signs of His favor.  
Sometimes you have to go by what you know, not 
by what you feel. 
   In these end times, we will be tested. You may 
feel weak, intimidated and yes, overwhelmed, but 
you were created to overcome and were born with 
what you need to defeat whatôs trying to stop you. 
   When you feel weak, you need to say, ñI am 
strong!ò When you feel overwhelmed you need to 
say, ñI can do all things through Yahshua.ò You 
can handle it with Yahwehôs Holy Spirit within 
you. 
   These things will be evidence that you are a 
strong and courageous individual. Some people 
may not be able to bear or overcome it. You will 
discover things in you that you didnôt know you 
had. 
   There are so many stories in the Sacred Scrip-
tures to prepare us for these end times. You are 
about to see Yahweh do things that you couldnôt 
do, turn situations around that look permanent, and 
open doors that no person could close. 
      How many of our patriarchs and believers in 
Yahweh felt overwhelmed in their lives? Here are 
a few examples: Moses, Abraham, Gideon, David, 
Daniel, etc. What I hope you will learn in these 
troubled times ahead is to invite Yahweh into your 
difficulties. What is even more powerful than Yah-
weh removing circumstances, is when Yahweh 
comes in and begins to change things. You start 
feeling His presence (Holy Spirit). Yahweh comes 
in and gives you favor despite who is trying to 
tempt you or push you down. Yahweh comes in 
and gives you strength that you cannot explain!  
He will give you grace to outlast what should have 
stopped you. 
   Here is another key to remember. If you are only 
focused on Yahweh bringing you out, rather than 
enduring for a certain time, youôre going to be 
frustrated. With all our examples of the patriarchs 
and believers in Yahweh, Yahweh was always with 
them, and eventually brought them through. 
   David says in Psalm 23, Though I walk 
through the valley of the shadow of death, I will 
fear no evil because You are with me. 
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   When you know Yahweh is with you, when 
you invite Him into your struggles, your situa-
tion, you wonôt be complaining about the trouble 
or worried about how itôs going to work out. You 
WILL have peace in the midst of the storm. 
   Remember the story of Daniel in Chapter 3. 
When King Nebuchadnezzar threw Daniel and 
his friends into a fiery furnace, there was a fourth 
person in there with them! HalleluYah! Yahweh 
did not prevent them from going into the fire, alt-
hough He could have! He parted the Red Sea. He 
opened blind eyes, and made lame men walk. 
Sometimes He allows us to walk through the fire, 
or to the waterôs edge, and then brings us through 
unharmed and richer in faith! 
   Whatever it is youôre going through, Yahweh 
uses these adversities to move us into our desti-
ny. We may never know Yahwehôs power if we 
are never thrown into a fire. You will not know 
Yahweh is a healer if you never face an illness. 
Always know this: When Yahweh is with you, 
you cannot be defeated. 
   Try a new outlook in lifeôs struggles. Instead of 
fighting or struggling against things that are not 
fair, things that you donôt understand, try to real-
ize that Yahweh has a purpose for it. Ask Yah-
weh to be there with you, giving you strength to 
endure for as long as it takes to accomplish His 
will.  
   The purpose is not so you will be miserable and 
live frustrated and worried. The main purpose is 
so Yahweh can show His glory through you, so 
other people can see His power and favor in your 
life. Without great tests, you will not have a great 
testimony. You have to start showing you believe 
and trust in Yahweh. No matter what you are go-
ing through in these end times, Yahshua is our 
example to follow in difficult and trying circum-
stances. We, as brothers and sisters, will more 
than ever need to draw close to one another. Our 
righteous response to this ñCancel Cultureò may 
vilify us. Those who cling to ñold beliefsò such 
as biblical values will be labeled as bigots, haters, 
homophobes and worse. We will be treated as 
such by governments, employers, employees and 
schools. But do not be discouraged. They hated 
our beloved Yahshua without a cause. Be strong 
in the Master and in the power of His might. 
With Yahwehôs Holy Spirit within us, we will 
not be defeated by the enemy, but will be victori-
ous in our lives.
